The Athletic Department includes 17 sports, with 8 men’s programs and 9 women’s programs. These programs offer a wide array of athletics opportunities for our diverse student-athlete population.

De Anza College has a rich tradition of academic excellence, and our athletic programs mirror that excellence by producing athletes that are highly prepared for success, as they transfer to complete their bachelor’s degrees.

B. What is your college’s philosophy on athletic gender equity?
We welcome students of all ages and backgrounds and connect with them, in their range of unique circumstances, to help them fulfill their dreams. We strive to design classes and services to the needs of those we serve. We value and embrace the intellectual contributions of a diverse spectrum of people and cultures. We strive for a diverse workforce that honors the contributions of all who work here.

De Anza College is committed to providing equitable athletic opportunities, teams, and facilities for gender equity. De Anza College satisfies Title IX by using Test 3 of Title IX. De Anza has an Athletics Interest Survey, as part of the CCCApply application process. In addition, De Anza has offered more women’s sports than men’s sports for about the last 15 years. The CCCApply Survey helps De Anza Athletics determine what kind of interest there is in sports for those applying to De Anza College. We utilized this information – including a college shared governance process and approval – to add Women’s Beach Volleyball to start competition in the CCCAA spring season of 2022.

In addition to balancing the playing opportunity between genders, De Anza College Athletics is committed to keeping balance with regard to operating expenses, recruiting expenses, and salaries for coaches. As it pertains to coaching status, the department is committed to keeping balance between men’s and women’s programs with regard to full-time and part-time status of head coaches, ensuring full-time faculty influence is balanced across sports in both genders. In doing this, we feel we can provide an equitable environment for all men and women in our programs to succeed.
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C. What is your college athletic recruiting philosophy?
De Anza College is considered a “Regional Community College” and has a great reputation for being a strong transfer school in Northern California. Regardless, De Anza athletic teams primarily recruit In- District and Contiguous District for all of the sports. De Anza does attract students from all over the South Bay Area and Santa Clara County. Approximately 70% of De Anza student-athletes are from In-District and Contiguous Recruiting area. About 75% of De Anza college students are from In-District and Contiguous District.

Many Football and Men’s Basketball players on the De Anza teams are from out-of-state to California to play community college sports. This is a system-wide phenomenon.
