STANDARD SIX – CITIZENSHIP

A. Describe the programs designed to foster good citizenship. Attach any documents to substantiate the programs listed.

The De Anza College Athletic Department believes that fostering good citizenship begins in the recruiting process. We strive to recruit student-athletes that will follow and comply with CCCAA Decorum Standards, the De Anza College and District Student Policies. In addition, coaches talk in-depth with high school and club coaches when possible about the character of potential recruits.

Once the student steps on the campus, we provide the following designed to foster good citizenship: As part, of course Student Learning Outcomes (SLO’s) students are accessed to meet standards of behavior and decorum both in and outside of classroom. Standards are established by the CCCAA Decorum Policy and the De Anza College Athletics Student Code of Conduct.

De Anza College Athletics offers support programs geared towards student-athlete success. All new De Anza student-athletes are required to take PE 99 – Orientation to Athletics. Student-athletes may not compete until this course has been completed or arrangements have been made to take the course. This was a mandate of a previous De Anza College president.

PE 99 Orientation prepares De Anza student-athletes for the requirements, expectations, behavior, and academic rigors faced by all student-athletes. PE 99 curriculum also covers in-depth issues of leadership, transfer eligibility, student success, student rights, and violence prevention – especially violence prevention for women. De Anza has contracted with Mentors of Violence Prevention (MVP) as part of this course. Please see the PE 99 Syllabus in Appendix 6.

As a part of PE 99, all student-athletes participate in workshops that highlight different topics. The topics are selected based on current events throughout athletics at various institutions. During the 2016-2017 & 2017-2018 academic years, Ashanti Branch (founder of the Ever Forward Club) presented the film “The Mask You Live In” and facilitated group breakout sessions. The main focus was in the context of social identities and bringing introspection and focus to the topic of “masks” and how they affect everyone.

During the 2018-2019 academic year, Mark Potter (Head Basketball Coach of Newman University), presented on mental illness and the impact it has on the ability to perform – not only as athletes, but as human beings. 

During the 2019-2020 academic year, students participated in the One Love campaign – which included the film “Escalation” and student-led workshops to promote healthy relationships and the prevention/warning signs of dating abuse. More than 25 student-athletes completed One Love Facilitator training to lead the workshops. Head coaches, administrators, and the athletic academic counselor also attended outside of the event to lend support.

For the 2021-22 year, the instructor spent time reviewing Name, Image, and Likeness; and the Dean presented on leadership and time management.  

De Anza has an Athletics Code of Conduct where student-athletes declare that they are expected to exhibit the highest levels of behavior and decorum at all times. This applies both on and off the field, as well as on and off campus. Student-athletes should adhere to the following rules and standards of conduct. Please see the Athletics Code of Conduct in Appendix 6.


B. Describe the process by which you communicate the CCCAA decorum policy?

The Athletic Director/Dean and/or Academic Advisor review this policy along with other pertinent information with student-athletes, coaches and staff. The CCCAA Decorum policy and the Athletics Student Code of Conduct Agreement with student-athletes during their eligibility orientation. Coaches reinforce the standard of conduct expected of student-athletes continuously during the season as well. Emphasis is placed on proper behavior and avoiding the use of profanity.

During the PE 99 Orientation to Athletics class, the instructor and Athletic Director discuss issues and standards of behavior related to social media. Please see the PowerPoint presentation in Appendix 6.

Coaches and staff discuss the decorum policy is covered as part of the mandated CCCAA in-service training required of everyone involved with Athletics. Staff members with decorum violations could be subject to the progressive discipline procedures as outlined in their specific collective bargaining agreement. Assistant coaches and volunteers may be removed immediately based on the type of decorum violation.

C. List the number of decorum violations for last year (2018-2019) categorized by sport?

There was one decorum violation last year committed by a De Anza student-athlete. A baseball player served a three-game suspension.

D. Describe what has been done to sensitize your athletes and athletic staff to sexual harassment issues?

Faculty and staff are required to complete Sexual Harassment Training every few years;
De Anza student-athletes are required, as part of the campus registration process, to complete an orientation along with specific training related to Title IX and Sexual Harassment included in PE-99. This is required of all students and student-athletes. As previously mentioned, De Anza Athletics contracted with Mentors in Violence Prevention to address harassment, violence, or other sexual issues. The One Love Escalation program has been incorporated, as part of the PE 99 program as well.
