STANDARD SEVEN – GENDER EQUITY
A. If you are in a multi-college district what is the philosophy of your district in terms of a full complement of athletic teams?

Foothill and De Anza Colleges comprise the Foothill-De Anza Community College District (FHDA). The two college operate as independent colleges in almost all areas of operation, including Athletics.

De Anza College has offered a comprehensive all-sports program that meets the needs of our male and female students. De Anza College feels that it is important to provide a continuing outlet for athletes of both genders with a representative range of sports.

De Anza started with 10 athletics teams in 1967-68. All of the Head Coaches were full-time. Women’s sports started at De Anza in 1972. Over time, as coaches have left coaching, not all positions have been replaced by full-time positions. However, De Anza still has a robust Athletics Program.

In the recent past, De Anza has offered 19 sports: 10 women’s sports and 9 men’s sports. Currently, De Anza is offering 17 sports.

De Anza College Athletics has a rich history of academics and athletic accomplishments. The main goal for De Anza student-athletes is transfer and/or completion/graduation. Many top coaches and staff have worked at De Anza College over the years. We are proud of these individuals and their contributions to the success of De Anza College Athletics.

De Anza College has won the Coast Conference “All Sports” Award for the past 12 years in a row – and 25 of the past 35 years. It must be noted that some years, De Anza has only won one or two conference championships. 

De Anza prides itself, that it is able to operate a very large successful Athletics Department. Most importantly, the academic performance of De Anza student-athletes is truly amazing. At our Scholar- Athlete Awards Ceremony every Spring, the stories of De Anza student-athletes make the De Anza community very proud. The stories of academic and/or athletic prowess are impressive, along with where the student-athletes will be transferring.

B. What is your college doing to achieve and comply with gender equity?

In 2010, De Anza College Athletics was part of the Pilot Program in conjunction with the Contra Costa CCD and CCCApply to create an athletics survey for the CCCAA to help comply with Title IX. De Anza has been in compliance with Title IX based upon the Survey since 2011.

C. Summary from Gender Equity Committee R-4 Forms Review (2018-19)

“De Anza should be commended on the great work the college has done in sponsoring women’s sports, adding three teams since 2000, and in their analysis on student interest in Women’s Golf, Beach Volleyball and Lacrosse. It is obvious they are taking compliance seriously and have taken the steps necessary to serve their community”.

“It is recommended that they continue to observe their interest surveys, as data is surely evolving – especially in Beach Volleyball – as De Anza already sponsors the indoor sport a Beach represents a fiscally prudent chance to add opportunities that are likely to be of interest on their campus.”

De Anza College, through its Program Review and campus shared governance process, successfully added Beach Volleyball and started competition in February 2022. Plans for an on-campus Beach Volleyball facility/complex are underway. The team currently practices at a nearby church and plays its competition on the road.
